Even though
the US Navy thought her unfit to meet the future standards of a
fighting ship, someone-somewhere knew KYES had plenty left to

do before being retired. Thus her transfer to Taiwan.

The following excerpt is from a forward taken from my father's
cruise book, "USS MARYLAND (BB-46), 1941-1945" and originally penned
by her last wartime skipper, Captain J.D. Wilson. The same holds
true for the KYES.

". ..Into her complex machinery and armament is woven the labor and
skill of men and women from many walks of life and throughout her
history, her crew came from factories, professions, farms and
schools.

Yet, never was she so deadly an instrument of war as on the day of
her decommissioning. Her record reflects the courage, determination
and resourcefulness of the American people.” ...

Maybe someday a future historian will look at our 1945-1973 cruise
book and wonder.."What was this ship and who were the men aboard
her?" Commander James E. Kyes indeed, would have been proud of our
ship and her accomplishments.

Jamee Elsworth Kyes, Commander, USN, for whom the ship is nanmed,
received the NAVY CROSS with the following citation:

"For extraordinary heroism as Commanding Officer of the USS LEARY
during action against a concentrated force of hostile enemy
submarines in the North Atlantic. As Commander Kyes boldly
maneuvered to close the range on four of the hostile pack, the
enemy struck, mortally damaging the USS LEARY with three torpedo
hite and causing her to start sinking rapidly. After giving the
order to abandon ship, Commander Kyes cooly and courageocusly made a
personal inspection in order to assure himself that none of his men
remained aboard. Preparing to abandon the stricken vessel and
observing one of his crew whose life jacket was torn and useless,
Commander Kyes gallently removed his own, gave it to the man and then
went calmly over the side. His heroic conduct and fearless spirit of
self sacrifice in a time of grave peril were in keeping the highest
traditions of the United States Naval Service"

LOSS OF USS LEARY (DD-158) December 24, 1943

As the first United States destroyer to make radar contact on an
enemy submarine, the USS LEARY had acquired a distinction unique in
American naval history.

She had earned her radar reputation while on "short-of-war" convoy
duty in November 1941.

Eacorting convoys during the succeeding monthe of the shooting war,
LEARY had suffered no dearth of "pips" on her radar screen, and had
dropped her full share of depth charges on the elusive unterseebooten.
In the summer of 1942 she had served with nine escorts under group
leadership of Commander P.R. Heineman, conducting Convoy ONS5-102
across miles of hot submarine water. On that particular run LEARY
participated in a six-day U-boat brawl that kept the destroyermen at
battle stations until all were ready to unravel from strain and
fatigue.

LEARY, then, knew these U-boat infested waters, and she had been
bucking along throught the December seas with a crew hair-triggered
for action. The night of the 23rd-24th was typical of the
season...frosty whitecaps leaping in the dark, and a boreal wind
brooming up gusts of spume and spray that stung a lookout’s face like
shots of salt.

Midnight on the clock, and LEARY was driving along in the blackout,
making radar sweeps. The calendar entered December 24, and the watch
went about the usual routine. Then the monotony was jolted by a sharp
report from the radar watch. CONTACT! SUBMARINE OFF THE BOW!

Time: ©158. LEARY’s Captain, Commander James E. Kyes, rushed all
hands to battle stations, and the destroyer went after the U-boat.
While tracking, she momentarily established a sound contact at close
range. Before her crew could unlimber depth-charges, the destroyer
was struck and staggered by two torpedoes that smote her on the
starboard flank, well aft. The rapid explosions blended into a single
roar. Men were thrown from their feet as LEARY lurched and veered,
hard hit. Twelve minutes had elapsed between the time of the radar
contact and this mortal blow.

LEARY’s men fought her battle-damage with the quiet desperation of
seamen who know their ship is in extremis. There was no holding back
the icy seas that plunged with a roar through the breach in the
destroyer’s hull. About 9225, Commander Kyes gave the order to
abandon ship. The men lined up in their kapok jackets and went over
the side.

About 90237, the sinking destroyer was convulsed by two more
explosions. Survivors believed that LEARY was struck by a third
torpedo which hit her amidships, causing the internal blasta. A
moment before this volcanic eruption, LEARY’s captain, Commander Kyes,
was glimpsed in the act of handing his kapok life-jacket to a meas
attendant. He refused to abandon ship until those who served under
him were safely off, and this valiant conduct was to cost him his
life. Her hull ruptured by those two final explosions, LEARY sank
almost immediately, taking her captain down with her.

LEARY was the third United States destroyer to go down to U-boats
in the Battle of the Atlantic, and she was the last.

San Diego.

JUN - KYES deployed to WESTPAC on her third Far Eastern cruise.

DEC - Kyes got underway from Long Beach on her fifth WESTPAC
deployment.

77 and Task Force 9S.

19 APR 53 While operating with USS NEW JERSEY (BB-62) on a
shore bombardment mission in Wonson Harbor, Korea, KYES was
struck by enemy shellfire, wounding 9 crewmen.

19 MAY KYES became a member of the "elite" Train Busters club
hitting and derailing a ten car supply train.

JUL - KYES returned to Long Beach at the completion of her fifth
operational deployment.

AUG - DEC KYES underwent routine training off San Diego with
the First fleet.

FEB - AUG KYES sixth Far Eastern deployment, highlighted by
participation in Operation FLAGHOIST, the re-enactment of the
World War II amphibious landings on Iwo Jima.

FEB - AUG KYES seventh operational deployment, highlighted by a
goodwill cruise to Thailand’s capital of Bangkok.

MAR - OCT KYES eighth Far Eastern deployment, marked by
participation in Operation REDWING near Eniwetok.

JAN - JUN During her ninth deployment, KYES helped free the New
Zealand merchant ship MATUA, which ran aground on Duff’s Reef
two hundred miles northeast of the Fiji Islands.

JAN - JUN KYES made her tenth WESTPAC cruise, which included
service on the Formosa Patrol. During this deployment KYES
came to the aid of SS PRESIDENT HAYES, which grounded on a
reef near the Paracel Islands.

FEB - AUG During this deployment, the eleventh for KYES, the
ship made goodwill visits to Kobe, Japan, Kaohsiung, Taiwan,
Bangkok, Thailand and Guam as part of President Eisnehower’s
PEOPLE TO PEOPLE Progranm.



3 MAY KYES left Long Beach on her twelfth Far Eastern Cruise
The ship’s homeport was changed from Long Beach to Yokosuka,
Japan. KYES became the flagship for DESTROYER SQUADRON
THREE. During the remainder of 1960, KYES served in the far
East and on Formosa Patrol.

As the flagship of DESRON THREE homported in Yokosuka, Japan,
KYES served throughout the Far East and on Formosa Patrol,
plus participating in a number of rescue missions and
SEVENTH FLEET exercises.

3 FEB KYES relieved as DESRON THREE flagship by USS HIGBEE
(DDR-806), and KYES departed the Far East to return to the
United States on 26 February.

Washington, and was placed in an "In Commission-in reserve"
status to undergo Fleet Rehabilitation and Modernization.

16 FEB KYES arrived at her new homeport of Long Beach,
California, for duty with DESTROYER SQUADRON TWENTY THREE.
(The Little Beavers)

28 APR KYES became flagship for DESRON TWENTY THREE.

6 JUN KYES participated in EXERCISES for the PRESIDENT of the
UNITED STATES, a FIRST FLEET demonstration of ASW/AAW
capabilities to President John F. Kennedy.

29 JUL KYES participated with DESDIV 231 and USS HORNET
(CVS5-12) in exercises off Hawaii.

9 SEP KYES made the first simultaneous DASH/ASROC attack on a
submerged contact as part of a weapons demonstration for the
Los Angeles Ordinance Association.

19 SEP KYES declared offically qualified to operate the DASH
weapons system.

10 OCT KYES departed on her thirteenth deployment as part
of ANTISUBMARINE WARFARE GROUP THREE, composed of USS HORNET
(CVS-12), DESDIV 231, and CANADIAN ESCORT SQUADRON 21.

U.S.-Chinese amphibious operation on Taiwan.
15 APR KYES arrived back in Long Beach at the conclusion of
thirteenth Far Eastern Cruise.

FEB - MAR KYES participated in Operation SILVERLANCE, the
largest and most extensive amphibious operation since World
War II.
